EYFS Reflection

You will need the associated PowerPoint presentation.

[image: See the source image]Slide 1: Introduction slide for display at the start of the reflection. Ask the children if they know who the two animals are (Peppa Pig and Suzy Sheep). What do they know about these two friends already? Do they look happy or sad in the picture?

Slide 2: Tell the children that people often fall out, even friends fall out sometimes. Tell them that you have a story about how one day Peppa and Suzy fell out.
Play the video using the link.

Ask the children:
Was Peppa happy or sad when he fell out with Suzy? Why?
Do you think this was a nice feeling or a bad feeling?
How do you think Suzy felt? Did they feel the same?
What did they both do to make it better?
Were they happy after they said sorry and forgave each other?

Slide 3: Reflection and prayer – Use the question on this slide to help children think about how their behaviour can affect others and how forgiving someone can make us feel better too. 
Ask the children to tell you what they can do if they fall out with their friends.

Tell them that God is very good at forgiving people when they sometimes do the wrong thing.  The Bible tells us that forgiving people is the right thing to do. It can help us be a better friend.

Slide 4 : Use the prayer on the slide – for children who would like to make it their prayer, invite them to join in with the amen at the end:

Dear God
Thank you for being so good at forgiving us when things go wrong. Next time we fall out with someone or something goes wrong, help us forgive other people so that we can all be happy again.
Amen
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
