Key Stage 2/3 – Reflection 1

This reflection explores the words of a worship song about forgiveness, focussing specifically on forgiveness as something we can give even when we’re still hurt by what happened. Our feelings may still hurt for a time, but we can talk to Jesus and ask him to help heal our hearts.
