EYFS Reflection

Slide 1

This week, we are focusing on the Christian value of Wisdom. This is a tricky one for very young children, but can be taught simply by looking at the parable of The Wise and Foolish builders.

Begin by asking your children about their favourite story. Ask them to explain what happens in the story.  Try to help them think about any lessons that the book teaches us. 

Share how Jesus often told stories to help us learn and that one day He a story about two people who decided to build new houses. 


Slide 2

Click the link on slide 1 and watch the video based on the parable from Matthew 7:24-29 

Ask the children which was the best house? Which person built took their time, thought about it and built the house properly? What was different between the two houses? Which house survived the storm?

To reinforces the story, find a plastic tub or storage box. Place a big rock or brick inside the box on one side, and next to that, build a small mound of sand.  Next, place a small box or object on the rock and the sand to represent houses. Allow the children to start pouring  water into the box. They will quickly see the sand melt away into the water.

Tell the children that thinking hard about something before you make a decision is a clever thing to do. If we really think about something, we are more likely to make a good decision.
Explain that Jesus told this story because people sometimes make silly decisions. Tell them that Jesus wants us to think carefully before we do things.

You may like to end with a prayer. 

Dear God
Thank you for the story of 'The wise and foolish builders' that teaches us to think carefully before we do things..
Help us to think about stopping and thinking,  to help us make the best decision we can.
Thank you that you are God of the big and the small and all our decisions matter to you.
Amen.
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
