EYFS Reflection

You will need the associated PowerPoint.

Slide 1: Do you think the people in the pictures look happy or sad? 
 How do you know they are sad?
 Why do you think they might be feeling sad?
 Steer the discussion around to the idea that it looks as though they have been left
 out and they are on their own.

When people are left out it can make them feel as though they aren’t important and don’t matter.

Slide 2: The Bible tells us that Jesus came to show us that everyone matters. In lots of the stories about Jesus, he deliberately made friends with people who other people thought didn’t matter.

People who didn’t fit in very well because others thought there was something wrong with them like in this picture.

Slide 3: …or because they were poor or came from a different country….

Slide 4: Jesus made them all feel as though they mattered.

Slide 5-6: Discuss how we can help people to feel like they matter. Perhaps act some of these scenarios out with the children.

Slide 7: In our world, everyone matters, even if people sometimes leave others out. Ask children what they are going to do this week to make another person feel like they matter and tell them that you will check whether they have remembered to do this at the end of the week.

Slide 8: Finish with this prayer or one of your own.
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
