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Respect

Key Stage 2 – Reflection 2

[bookmark: _Hlk142396891][bookmark: _Hlk142043533]This reflection builds on the idea established in the whole-school worship that we must respect for ourselves and each other because we are made in God’s image and extends this into the idea of respect for rules.

You will need the associated PowerPoint.

[bookmark: _Hlk142396906]Re-cap the discussions that have taken place about the value of respect in the whole-school Collective Worship and in Reflection 1. Tell the children that we are now going to think about respect for rules.

Slide 1: Watch this YouTube clip: https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=-XKYw5ll3L8 (stop at 4:40). 

Ask the children, ‘In the clip the principal told Douglas about the Golden Rule that Jesus gave to people; can anyone remember what it was?’ (This comes at 2:40 if you would like to show it again). 

Slides 2: Ask the children how this applied in Douglas’ story.

Ask the children why we might need any other rules if Jesus only gives us this rule and discuss.

Slide 3: Discuss slide and note anything that has already come up in discussion.

Slide 4: Discuss how we can find rules everywhere we go but the most important rule that should come before all of them is the special one given by Jesus.  We should always have respect for rules that are there to help us to treat others how we would wish to be treated.

If time allows, you could develop this discussion into the issue of how we can question rules that aren’t fair (i.e. that don’t seem to be designed to enable us to treat others how we would wish to be treated). Alternatively, this could form the theme for a follow-up collective worship.
